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New Discovery ROCKS
Horse History

A new Archaeological discovery could
change everything in regards to what we
know about how the Romans decorated their
horses.

For centuries, historians and scholars of
ancient Rome have never been quite clear on
how and in what ways horses were decorated
during antiquity.

One thing has always been certain ac-
cording to Victor Tornmaster, associate pro-
fessor of Roman Studies at Vanderbilt Uni-
versity. Tornmaster states that “Romans
dressed their horses in gowns as well as what
we might call ancient swim trunks and biki-
nis for the girl horses.”

Tornmaster was part of a 894 person
team from Vanderbilt university who, along
with scholars from the Vatican, unearthed a
series of over 1200 stone tablets containing a
correspondence between the second century
roman Senator Jarsinius Barkus Maximus,
and the Roman Senate in which Jarsinius an-
nounces his retirement from duty as a Sena-
tor.

One seemingly minor sentence within the
text of one stone tablet, tablet 912, stunned
historians. In it, Jarsinius mentions his love
of the Senate Horses and refers to their
“Dangles,” effectively ending an age-old
debate.

“We thought that maybe they were put-
ting dangles on the horses, but we weren’t
sure. When we saw Jarsinius outright refer to
the dangles, we all fainted and hit our heads
on the hard stone around us.” says Tornmas-
ter.

“I, Jarsinius Barkus Maximus, son of Darquinious do hereby offer my resig-
nation as senator for the southern region of Darca. Let it be known that my
son, Sorquetious Pillian, the third nephew of Portinius Maximus, eleventh
son of Tarquitious Marzinious Titan and the thirty fourth elder of Phyrion
will rule in my stead. It is with great reverence that I bow my head as I re-
flect on my years of service alongside ToRmentious Borphorium IV, Tardin-
ious Startinious III, Lasternium Charquinious Maximus II, Gorquinious
Mazimus Bracas Tordinious Sorphinious Jarquillion Tarnatious, Borphus,
and the fine gentlemen of the Stable Crew, who, with great haste, shoveled
the horses poopoo during our historic senate meetings. I will miss those
noble steeds and do wish to emplore those gentlemen of the senate who do
own the beasts known as Horsinius Maximus, Gallopus Trotinious, and
Bucker Fastman, if they may find time for an old man to enjoy the presece
of their hooves and hair dangles from time to time. I will still be traveling
alongside my son, Sorquetious Pillian to the senate meetings despite my re-
tirement.
